The Governor has put forward a “May Revise” budget proposal for the 2011-12 school year that restores funding for K-12 and Community Colleges.  The May Revise also maintains the status quo for UC and CSU by upholding the cuts that were adopted for both segments in March.  Overall, many in education are viewing this as a “good news” budget, but it hinges on the Governor’s ability to score a scaled-back version of the revenue extensions that he couldn’t pull off in March.  We’re all watching carefully.

For counselors, this budget is important because it upholds the current fiscal flexibility provisions that have pushed decisions about school and college counseling programs to the local level.  By proposing to restore some funding for K-12 and CCCs, it also eliminates some of the fiscal pressures that forced local administrators to think about eliminating school counseling programs and community college student transfer centers.  In other words, WACAC’s Save Our Counselors campaign is more timely and important than ever; we still need to reach local decision makers to protect counseling programs, and with reduced fiscal challenges they’re more likely to listen.
