Who can apply for this scholarship?  You!  Since scholarships are limited, this process will give priority to school counselors working at a high school, non-profit or community-based organizations, or a community college transfer center director/coordinator.  
 
What does the scholarship pay for?  This Scholarship will pay for one of the following options:
- Full Conference: 	This includes Conference Registration for 5/24-5/26 and 2 nights lodging (night of 5/24 and 5/25) in a double occupancy on-campus housing room  OR
-One-Day Conference: This includes Conference Registration for the Local Counselor’s Day on Tuesday, May 25th only.  

Please note that Conference Scholarships cannot pay for transportation to/from the conference, meals outside of what the conference provides incidentals, or Pre-Conference workshops. If you are selected as a Scholarship Recipient you will be required to volunteer for a few hours during the conference.  Also, if you are planning on attending the conference regardless of the scholarship, we encourage you to register for the conference as soon as possible and indicate that you will pay by “check”.
