College Admission Test Information

Most colleges require at least one of the tests discussed below.  Be sure to check with the colleges you are interested in to see which tests they require, and when you must take them by.  

1.   SAT Reasoning Test (formerly known as the SAT I)
· Three sections: Math, Verbal, and Writing

· Each section is worth 800 points 

· Approximately 3 1/2 hours long
2. ACT Assessment
· Four sections: English, Math, Science, and Reading

· An optional Writing section is available to students who need it

· Each section is worth 36 points, with a final composite score given that is also out of 36 points

· Approximately 3 1/2 hours long

3. SAT Subject Tests (formerly known as the SAT II)
· 16 separate subjects (Literature, Math IIC, US History, World History, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Chinese, French, German, Modern Hebrew, Italian, Japanese, Korean, Latin, Spanish)

· Each test is one hour long

· Language tests can be used to prove proficiency in a foreign language (most language tests are only given once per year, so be aware of the testing dates)

· TAKE THESE TESTS THE YEAR YOU TAKE THE COURSE

4.  General Information
· Most colleges will accept either the SAT Reasoning Test or the ACT Assessment, so you should take them both to see which one you do better on.

· Fee waivers for exam costs are available to students who qualify

· You can take these tests as many times as you want

· You CANNOT take the SAT subject tests and the SAT reasoning test on the same day!

· In most cases, you must complete your college admissions testing by December of your senior year.

· UC schools require both the SAT reasoning test (or the ACT) and two SAT subject tests (from two different disciplines)

· CSU schools only require the SAT reasoning test (or the ACT)
